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Definition

* “Organizational conflict of interest” means that
because of other activities or relationships with
other persons,

- a person iIs unable or potentially unable to render
Impartial assistance or advice to the
Government, or

- the person’s objectivity in performing the
contract work 1S or might be otherwise impaired,
or

- a person has an unfair competitive advantage.

e Identify and evaluate potential OCls

* Avoid, neutralize or mitigate significant OCls
before contract award
